Submission regarding the Policy on Dogs and Dog Control Bylaw 2010 (Amended 2026)  

Companion Animals New Zealand (CANZ), formerly the New Zealand Companion Animal 
Council, is a respected animal welfare charity committed to positive welfare for companion 
animals. As custodians of the New Zealand Companion Animal Register (NZCAR), we actively 
promote the importance of permanent identification and reunification through microchipping 
and registration. The New Zealand Companion Animal Register (NZCAR) is NZ’s leading 
microchip database for pets with more than 1.5 million total records and over 1000 Approved 
Users nationwide incl. vet clinics, SPCA and shelters. We connect companion animals with their 
guardian details to ensure swift repatriation in case of separation, and we offer a lost-and-
found service through our platform, LostPet. Our mission is that all companion animals in New 
Zealand should enjoy a ‘Good Life’. 

CANZ welcomes the opportunity to provide feedback on Matamata-Piako District Council's 
proposed changes to the Policy on Dogs and Dog Control Bylaw. 

We support ‘Option 3: Adopt the draft Policy on Dogs 2010 (Amended 2026) and draft Dog 
Control Bylaw 2010 (Amended 2026) with further amendments’. By presenting the amended 
drafts for public feedback, submitters are better positioned to comment meaningfully on the 
detail and direction of the Policy and Bylaw compared to early engagement.  

Additionally, in view of the comprehensive review of the Dog Control Act 1996 recently 
announced by the Government, proceeding with Option 3 may prove particularly timely. The 
review was ordered in response to a number of serious dog attacks, with the Government 
acknowledging that the current Act is outdated and is preventing councils from doing their jobs 
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effectively. The scope of the review is expected to include penalties and consequences for non-
compliant dog owners, desexing obligations, stronger powers for council officers, and the 
removal of clauses that impose unnecessary barriers or resource pressure on councils - all of 
which are highly relevant to the direction of this Policy and Bylaw. 

Draft Policy on Dogs: 
 
We support the council’s definition of responsible dog ownership: 
 

• registering dogs annually; 
• keeping dogs under control at all times; 
• preventing nuisance or danger to people, animals or property; 
• removing dog faeces from any location outside the Owner’s property, including 
• all Public Places; 
• respecting Prohibited Areas and Leash control requirements; 
• ensuring dogs receive appropriate care, including adequate food, water, shelter, 

exercise, and veterinary attention; 
• meeting identification (e.g., microchipping) and Neutering requirements where 

applicable; and 
• complying with any limits on the number of dogs permitted under the Council’s Bylaw. 

 
At Companion Animals NZ, we believe that responsible dog guardianship encompasses a 
commitment to the lifelong health, safety, and wellbeing of dogs. We encourage dog guardians 
to adopt the following practices, and councils to support them: 

• Microchipping and Registration: Microchipping and registering dogs on the National Dog 
Database (NDD) as well as the New Zealand Companion Animal Register (NZCAR) - this is 
one of the most important steps guardians can take. Lost dogs are three times more likely 
to be reunited with their families when microchipped and registered.  

• Early socialisation: The window between 3 and 14 weeks of age is a critical period in a 
puppy's development. Positive, safe exposure to a wide variety of people, animals, 
environments, and experiences during this time lays the foundation for a confident, well-
adjusted adult dog. Ensuring that safe, suitable spaces exist in the Council region for this 
to happen is an essential part of supporting dogs and their guardians to get it right. 
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• Ongoing care: Responsible guardianship means providing for your dog's physical and
emotional needs throughout their life - including proper nutrition, regular veterinary care,
enrichment, mental stimulation, exercise, and a safe, loving home environment.

• Keeping dogs under control: Dogs should be kept under appropriate control at all times,
both for their own safety and the safety of others. This includes complying with local
bylaws around on-leash requirements and ensuring dogs do not roam or pose a risk to
the public, the environment or other animals.

• Desexing: A blanket approach to desexing is not appropriate for all dogs, as the right
timing can vary depending on breed, size, and individual circumstances. We encourage all
guardians to have an open, informed conversation with their veterinarian about when
desexing is the right step for their dog.

With the above in mind, we support the clearer layout of the Draft Policy on Dogs, and the 
stronger focus on responsible dog ownership within this. This amended Policy on dogs is clearer, 
better structured and more culturally considerate. 

We agree with the updated Policy objectives. We would like Council to consider however, 
whether it might be beneficial to also recognise and reward responsible dog guardians for 
demonstrated positive ownership behaviours, rather than focusing solely on the absence of 
negative ones. This would support a more proactive and inclusive approach - for example, 
acknowledging actions such as completing an approved dog behaviour course, attending a 
responsible owner workshop, proactively registering dogs each year, notifying Council of any 
changes in ownership or address, and engaging in early socialisation opportunities such as puppy 
classes or structured socialisation training programmes. 

Where education is mentioned as a step in achieving compliance (e.g., Objective 1 and Policy 
subclause 17.4), we encourage Council to ensure that education and information materials are 
available in accessible formats across the full diversity of the community, and where possible, in 
languages other than English. An inclusive approach to education will help ensure that the 
community members who most need support around responsible ownership are able to access 
and benefit from it. 
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Companion Animals NZ offers a variety of educational online resources designed specifically to 
support dog guardians on their responsible guardianship journey. Our online library at 
www.companionanimals.nz features evidence-based articles, and we regularly host free 
webinars and videos covering topics such as dog behaviour, modification training, and the use of 
ethical training aids including longlines, which are available as recordings on our Youtube 
Channel: https://www.youtube.com/@companionanimalsnewzealand341. We encourage you 
to make use of these resources to help educate your community. 

Where educational presentations or behavioural assessments of dogs are required, we 
recommend that Matamata-Piako District Council prioritise engaging qualified, accredited dog 
behaviour professionals who follow ethical and humane standards. In particular, we encourage 
the use of professionals accredited through the CANZ Accreditation scheme, who are required to 
meet rigorous standards and adhere to the CANZ Code of Ethical Conduct. These professionals 
apply humane, science-based methods grounded in a sound, modern understanding of animal 
behaviour and learning. For more info, go to:

Note on Menacing Classification: 
We acknowledge that councils are required to operate within the Dog Control Act 1996 in relation 
to the classification of menacing dogs, including those breeds and types of dogs listed in Schedule 
4. However, we have concerns regarding the reliance on visual identification of breed or type as 
a basis for classification. Evidence shows that visual assessment of mixed-breed dogs is unreliable 
(Olson et al, 2015). Breed or type-based approaches are subjective and do not necessarily reduce 
the risk of dog bites, while placing additional regulatory burden on responsible dog guardians. 
We therefore encourage councils to exercise caution when applying classification criteria that 
rely on perceived breed characteristics. We recommend a clear review or appeal pathway for 
dogs classified as menacing due to behaviour, allowing owners to demonstrate responsible and 
proactive guardianship and, where appropriate, evidence that risk can be effectively managed. 
This approach supports fair and proportionate outcomes.  
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Draft Dog Control Bylaw: 
 
We note that the revised Bylaw appears to take a more permissive approach to dog access in 
some areas, including the CBD areas. While we are not positioned to comment on the suitability 
of specific local changes, we broadly support approaches that enable responsible dog guardians 
to participate in community life with their dogs, provided appropriate control requirements 
remain in place. We defer to local community feedback on these matters. We support the 
exemptions outlined in subclauses 24.1 and 24.2 regarding the settings in which Disability Assist 
dogs and Working Dogs may operate, or for dogs who attend a veterinary clinic located in a 
prohibited area. 

We do, however, wish to draw Council's attention to the importance of adequate off-leash 
exercise provision, particularly where access restrictions are introduced or extended in some 
areas. Promoting exercise through providing dogs (and their humans) with safe, appropriate 
spaces to walk contributes to better overall health and behaviour, and prevents obesity in dogs 
(Hurley et al, 2011). New Zealand’s Code of Welfare for Dogs emphasises the importance of 
exercise for canine physical and mental well-being, warning that insufficient activity, or space for 
exercise can lead to behavioural and health issues, that may be problematic for humans, other 
animals and the community. We also note that some dog owners may be reluctant to exercise 
their dogs if they have limited flexibility about where they can do so. Ensuring that off-leash 
exercise areas are available, well-maintained, well signposted, and accessible across the Council 
is therefore likely to improve overall compliance, as owners are better able to meet their animals' 
needs within the framework Council provides.  

Lead pulling can be a significant welfare issue, with negative effects on a dog’s health and 
behaviour (Townsend et al, 2022). A 2021 study found that popular on-leash activities often 
overlook the individual walking pace needed for dogs' physical, physiological, and cognitive well-
being (Foltin, 2021). The research also highlighted that providing dogs with off-lead freedom, 
while maintaining effective control, and using longer leashes (such as longlines) can help address 
behavioural concerns by allowing dogs to release energy, explore, and engage with their 
environment. This supports natural behaviours like sniffing, roaming, and interacting, which in 
turn enhances a dog’s sense of safety and overall satisfaction. For the reasons outlined above, 
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we recommend that Matamata-Piako District Council implement measures as required to protect 
wildlife, natural habitats and minimise risks to people, while balancing this with the welfare and 
exercise needs of dogs.  

We support retaining the current limit of two dogs over three months of age in urban areas 
before a permit is required, with no limit in rural areas. We also support the exemptions 
mentioned under subclause 24.3, that Clause 17 shall not apply to any lawfully established 
boarding kennel, dog day care facility, veterinary clinic or animal hospital, provided the activity 
is permitted on the site under the Matamata-Piako District Council District Plan or authorised by 
resource consent. 

In regards to the Minimum Standards for how dogs must be housed and cared for, we do not 
support keeping the current minimum standards, and instead recommend that they be 
strengthened with additional clear requirements to support better health and welfare outcomes 
for dogs. In particular, we suggest inclusion of expectations to maintain appropriate dog body 
condition and ensure dogs receive adequate nutrition, clean and accessible water, and feeding 
regimes that meet their physiological needs across life stages. We also recommend strengthening 
housing and containment standards to ensure dogs are not confined in ways that cause injury or 
distress, and that all dogs are provided with sufficient space, enrichment, and daily opportunities 
for exercise. Further clarity is also needed around temperature regulation, ventilation, lighting, 
and hygiene to reduce disease risk and support overall welfare. For more information, we 
encourage Council to review the SPCA Draft Code of Welfare (Dogs) 2023 which is available online 
here:

We have been walking our dog on lead (by choice) twice a day in Centennial Drive for 9 years and
have never seen a dog attack another. I am on the committee for the Centennial Drive
Development society who support putting dogs on leash but unlike most of the members, I am a
dog owner and as an individual I do not support their decision. I do not know the details of the
purported minority attacks that have occurred, but I do know timid dogs often have timid owners
and attract attention. Timid/small dogs on leads can feel threatened as they are unable to
adequately defend themselves which makes them more defensive around unleased dogs. As the
majority of dogs are walked in the mornings and early evening a fairer system would be to allow off
lease between 4pm and 9am and on leash between 9am and 4pm as is done in other countries.
That gives everyone a choice as to when and how they walk their dog and avoid the inevitable
altercations which will occur if your proposal goes ahead. It will not be the dogs that you have to
worry about. In my experience Centennial drive has been a successful off leash area. A dog must
be walked. Not by car which has a dangerous element and owners that are less likely to pick up.

To be blunt, the majority of the proposed changes - such as CBD access
and Hauraki Rail Trail rules - feel like minor administrative distractions compared to the significant,
unaddressed issue of wandering dogs in our community.
?My feedback is as follows:
?
Prioritize Safety over Perks: While the Council is focused on "increasing access" in town centers,
residents in Waharoa are dealing with the daily safety risk of roaming, unsecured dogs. It is
frustrating to see resources spent on debating leash rules for the CBD when basic street safety in
our township is being ignored.
?
Enforcement is the Real Issue: Changing the wording of a bylaw doesn't matter if there aren't
enough boots on the ground to enforce it. I want to know why the Council is prioritizing
"repurposing policy statements" over actual, proactive Animal Control patrols in areas like Waharoa
where wandering is a known problem.
?
The Burden on Responsible Owners: As someone who keeps my dog secured and follows the
rules, I am the one most impacted by the Council’s failure to control roaming dogs. The "public
confidence" the Council claims to seek cannot exist while we cannot walk down our own streets
safely.
?
Conclusion:
I urge the Council to stop focusing on low-priority "amenity" changes and instead provide a clear,
funded plan for how they intend to solve current issues like the wandering dog crisis in Waharoa. I
would like to see more accountability and more frequent patrols rather than more rules that only
impact the people already following them.

This proposed change does not make sense for dog owners or residents in the Matamata ward.
Currently Matamata has five designated areas for dogs to exercise off-leash - Furness Reserve,
Founders Park, Peria Road Reserve, Tom Grant Drive and Centenial Drive. The total land area of
these five areas (derived from the Passive Reserve Management Plan 2009) totals 12.1394
hectares. Removing Tom Grant Drive and Centenial Drive would take away 8.5156 hectares or
70% of the current available exercise area for dogs off a leash. The remaining three sites available
(3.6238 hectares) are small and not easily accessable for all dog owners within the Matamata



district. In particular Founders Park is a small area with heavy pedestrian use, bordered by four
carriage ways and any increase in use woud be detrimental to all users. Additionally the proposal
does not provide any background information as to why this change has been proposed - is there
data supporting this proposal that relates to incidents or complaints about owners and their dogs in
these two areas? We note that of all the submissions made during the September/October 2025
consultation process on unsuitable dog spots in Matamata, a total of 90 submissions were received
which only represents 0.24% of the district population - meaning this would appear insufficient data
on which to base any proposal for change.

If the two areas proposed are to be removed as off-leash exercise areas, there must be alternate
areas allocated within the district to maintain equitable access for off-leash dog exercise areas
within the Matamata district. Matamata has the largest resident poupulation (14,883 residents -
compared to Morrinsville of 13,782 and Te Aroha of 8,430) of the three wards comprising the
Matamata Piako district, yet this proposal would see the Matamata ward with the smallest area
available for off-leash exercise, something that is out of sync and disproportinate compared to the
remaing wards. Additionally as the population of Matamata continues to grow, particulary with
residential lifestyle villages, the remaining facilites would not be able to easily meet any growth in
demand of dog owners. Large numbers of residents use the two drives for exercising their dogs
responsibly and within the current regulations. Many of these users are elderly and can walk to
these areas from their places of residence. Any proposed change should also consider the impact
on residents having to use private transport to access the remaining off-leash exercise areas and
the impact this would have on existing parking at these remaining facilities. Additionally the use of
the two drives by dog owners adds to the social and community intergration that is highly benefical
to the vibrant and supportive community spirit that currently exists within the ward.

When you as a responsible dog owner/s who takes responsibility of the actions their dogs when
they commit an offense as i was first informed that my dogs were detained as DNA had to be taken
and sent away to confirm they had a right dog even though a witness said it was the dogs so when
another person started dealing with me directly i was given mixed messages over this. Dog owners
shouldn't be pressured to put down their dog (cause council are looking at time frames at having to
hold a dog not the fact the dog has been part of your family for years) especially when you know
the nature of your own dog and the fact they safely interact with people and other dogs but just
dont like cats especially when they are not brought up together, it was stressful as we worked full
time and trying to find money and solutions to get your section fit to have dogs returned was hard,
when you did something to make improvements you were told thats not enough or thats not good
enough or each improvement you made and you sent evidence in to show what you had done
there was no acknowledgement to say yes that will or will not work was also frustrating and also
one minute your dealing with one person and then not advised that someone else is now handling
to followed up of what your decisions are etc. Better transparency around this needs to be
improved. Also information your are handing out needs to be accurate around getting your dog
desexed as I was told I could get a voucher and it wasn't until I was getting the other dog returned
that I was told that this doesn't happen for dogs anymore.
When you make the decision to allow your pet to be put down you as the owner should have the
option to do it at your home and provide a vets death certificate that you have complied or you
should be allowed to be with your dog when vet does it and you should have the option to have
your dog given back to you after it is put down. I was prepared to pay for this service through Truly
Treasured Pet's loss & Cremation services in Horsham Downs whom i did use to cremate my dog.
My family went through this traumatic experience recently with council, we had not seen our dogs
since they were impounded and when I made the decision to put one of the dogs down (as i told
council i can't guarantee my dog wont get out as it takes one person to make a mistake and not
shut a gate properly, so that is why i surrendered him) we weren't given the option to see our dog
before it happened and I had to ask to have my dog back cause if council cremated we dont get
ashes back and though I surrender him he was still part of our family whom we wanted to cremate
and keep. Picking up my dog from vets after he passed was the worse experience as this was how
my family remembered seeing him one last time. I dont want any other family to experience this.



I know council have rules and regulations and I abide by them but believe some areas of
interaction between owners and council could be reviewed.
I dont have a problem with cats but why is it that council dont have a policy about registering cats
as they are considered as pets, they can roam freely in and out of properties that isn't there own,
like dogs can cause accidents on roads but also who is responsible for collecting a cat if killed on
the road and no one claims it? Who pays for cost of disposal if council collects it?
I am a pet owner and always respect laws and policies as it showed i co operated with all that was
asked of me by council when dealing with this and all that I ask is a review on how to handle this
better especially when you as an owner have taken responsibility even before test results came
back.
I don't mind this being discussed but I dont wish to speak in a public forum and be at risk at being
publicly verbally abused because I saw how people reacted on social media reacted when my dogs
were said they have killed a cat (though I wasnt publicly outed as owner and I never commented on
post) some reactions were not nice. I know there are probably others out there who may have gone
through this but probably never had any follow up after this happened.
I want to make it clear I am not in any way opposing council follow policies, I just feel some areas
just to be reviewed.

Although dog owners are mostly considerate there are a few who may not be (we have all seen
dog ‘do’ left behind around Matamata) and we prefer not to have even an elevated risk of this
anywhere on site (partly for aesthetic reasons but also because we have a vegetable garden on
site that supplies the Matamata food bank)—we have had no problems of this kind whatsoever in
recent years and so we think the current by-law/regulation is working well and does not need any
changes;

There were other discussions, notably that MPDC staff on site MAY have to take on clean up
duties after dogs and this was best avoided.

Second simple way, owner of any registered dog caught loose, have 48 hours to reclaim their dog
or it is destroyed. This will give time for the Dog Control officer to contact the owner. A register to
be maintained of roaming/loose dogs and if a dog is caught loose twice, then it is destroyed.
Many will say this is a very harsh approach, but if we wish to be serious about what has become a
significant issue within communities then a bold approach must be taken. Widely publicise the
changes so that everyone is quite clear, provide a lead in time of 3 months and then implement.
